• Each zone has its own features and functions
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• Private area
• for registered members

• Password protected

• Once user is registered, they get (in VIP):
• Avatar – graphic representation of user’s ID
• My Scrapbook – upload images, audio files etc
• My CV – create & save CVs using template
• My Journal – online personal diary (text based)
• My Calendar – online calendar (like Outlook)
• My Money – budgeting tool (income v expenditure)

• Please encourage your users to register

• Important to keep passwords private and not give th em out.  
Also, log-off when leaving computer
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• The avatar is the visual 
representation of the registered 
user and appears whenever 
they make a contribution to the 
Portal

• Users can create their own 
avatars by clicking on “change 
avatar” in My Profile in VIP
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• Registered users can upload many 
different things to the scrapbook – images, 
audio files, video clips etc – all through 
“contribute”

• Anything uploaded to the scrapbook can 
also be put forward for the main portal –
just pick which area of the portal it is to be 
sent to from a dropdown list

• The scrapbook is totally private and 
password protected and users don’t have 
to send anything on to the main portal –
just click on Scrapbook (PRIVATE) from 
the dropdown list
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• Registered users can create their own CVs 
by filling out the template in My CV – Add CV
